The organisation of our curriculum.
The school follows a British educational model and adapts the English curriculum to suit local conditions. We work for three terms (semesters) each school year starting in September, January and April.
Internal examinations are set at the end of each term and Edexcel examinations are taken in November, January and May/June.

We use the English Key Stages names to identify the main areas of learning in the school which is divided into classes of maximum 18 students each by approximate ages as follows:

Students study all of these subjects in Key Stage 3. At the end of Year 9 they make a choice of the subjects they wish to study to IGCSE (International General Certificate of Secondary Education).  Progress from Key Stage 4 to Key Stage 5 depends upon the required standards being met in the IGCSE examinations at the end of Year 11. Students may choose four subjects to study at Advanced Subsidiary (AS) level in Year 12 and on to Advanced (A) level in Year 13. Grades A*, A or B are needed to study to A level as the standard is very high leading to acceptance by universities in every country in the world. 
Additionally Personal and Social Education is included for Key Stage 3 classes. We also offer a range of clubs and sporting activities at breaks, lunchtimes and after school. These include:
